Robert W. Denniston currently serves as the Deputy Director for Partnerships, National Youth Anti-Drug Media Campaign, at the White House Office of National Drug Control Policy, on appointment from the US Department of Health and Human Services (HHS).  He previously served as director of the HHS Secretary’s Initiative on Youth Substance Abuse Prevention, within the Substance Abuse and Mental Health Services Administration (SAMHSA). Mr. Denniston previously held the position of director, division of prevention application and education, Center for Substance Abuse Prevention (CSAP). 

At CSAP, Mr. Denniston managed a program of media campaigns, print and AV materials development, the National Clearinghouse for Alcohol and Drug Information, regional and national conferences, training and technical assistance, as well as development of communications networks with national, state and community organizations. His particular interests are in social marketing, knowledge transfer, and the application of environment approaches to prevention, with special focus on underage drinking.

Prior to the creation of CSAP, he served as director of the division of prevention and research dissemination, National Institute on Alcohol Abuse and Alcoholism, and previously as chief of the information projects branch, National Cancer Institute, National Institutes of Health. He has a master’s degree in mass communications, and has served as an advisor to the World Health Organization, involving consultations in Asia, Africa, and Europe, and as faculty for training events in Africa and Asia.

Glen R. Hanson, Ph.D., D.D.S.

Director of the Division of Neuroscience and Behavioral Research, National Institute on Drug Abuse Professor, Department of Pharmacology and Toxicology, University of Utah

Dr. Hanson was appointed the Director of the Division of Neuroscience and Behavioral Research at the National Institute on Drug Abuse (NIDA) in September 2000. This Division administers extramural research programs in basic neurobiological and behavioral sciences related to issues of drug abuse and addiction. The Division oversees approximately 1000 NIDA-sponsored grants and contracts at almost every major university and neuroscience research institution in the United States.

In addition to serving as a Division director at NIDA, Dr. Hanson is a tenured full professor in pharmacology at the University of Utah.  He is still actively involved in research that until now has resulted in: (1) approximately 150 scientific papers published in highly regarded peer-reviewed journals; and (2) approximately 200 abstracts presented at scientific meetings around the world. Dr. Hanson is recognized as an expert on the psychostimulants and is particularly known for his work on the neurotoxic properties of the amphetamines and ecstasy and the role of brain peptides (small proteins) in psychiatric and neurological functions.  Dr. Hanson has been supported by grants from NIDA and the National Institute of Mental Health since the early 1980s and in 1998 received a Senior Scientist Award from NIDA. He has served on several grant review committees for NIH, on the editorial board of the Journal of Pharmacology and Experimental Therapeutics and is a frequent reviewer for most of the major pharmacology and neuroscience journals.  Dr. Hanson currently is the senior author on the drug abuse textbook, Drugs and Society, which is in its 7th edition. He also has been a principal author for two pharmacology textbooks.

Dr. Hanson did his undergraduate work at Brigham Young University and received his doctorate in dental surgery from the University of California, Los Angeles. He practiced dentistry full time for two years and part time until 1987. He received his Ph.D. in pharmacology from the University of Utah and spent two years as a PRAT fellow at NIH. He joined the faculty at the University of Utah in 1982 where he continues to have joint appointments in the College of Pharmacy and School of Medicine. Besides his active research career, Dr. Hanson has been a lecturer in undergraduate, graduate, pharmacy and medical pharmacology courses.  He has received awards for teaching excellence.  In addition, Dr. Hanson has been the principal mentor for 5 postdoctoral fellows, 15 doctoral students and a research advisor for 50 other students at both the graduate and undergraduate level.

Adam, 16, is an 11th grader who began using drugs at age 12; by age 15 his drug of choice was Ecstasy.  For the past eight months, Adam has been in DAYTOP, a non-profit substance abuse rehabilitation program for adolescents and adults.

Kati, 23, was an overachiever who was a straight A student, class officer, cheerleader, dancer and involved in many school activities.  Her dance group even won the $100,000 Star Search prize in 1994.  Due to some changes at the age of 15, she began drinking and experimenting with drugs—beginning with ecstasy.  This eventually led her to use other drugs such as cocaine and GHB, which resulted in jail time and drug overdoses.  She has now been clean and sober for the last two years.

BERNIE DIAZ BIOGRAPHY    

In 1999, Bernie Diaz became the Director of Communications for the Miami Coalition For A Safe and Drug-Free Community. The Miami Coalition, is a non-profit organization which has been recognized and respected as a national and international leader in the fight against substance abuse and related issues for over a decade. Bernie is the media liaison for the coalition, coordinating their press, marketing and public relations efforts. In addition, Bernie serves as drug-free workplace coordinator, conducts prevention and education seminars and produces and hosts an award winning public affairs talk-show for UPN TV, Focus On South Florida.          

Bernie was the Public Affairs Director at WBFS-TV from 1992 until 1999. Aside from his work on UPN’s “issues oriented” talk show Focus, Bernie coordinated the station’s on-air public service campaigns such as Education Is Paramount, and other community outreach projects.

Bernie has also served as a Sports Reporter for Miami Heat and Florida Marlins telecasts on UPN, during half-time and pre-game shows.  In addition, he has kept busy in sports as a free-lance personality by appearing as a radio talk-host and as a play by play announcer and color analyst for cable television, including Univeristy of Miami Women’s Basketball, boys’ high school basketball, tennis, arena football and professional boxing.

Prior to joining UPN, Bernie Diaz began his broadcasting career at Miami’s WXDJ-FM radio in 1989, reporting sports and news in morning drive.  One year later,   Bernie became Sports Director at WTMI-FM radio, where he created, produced and hosted the morning drive Scorecard telecast, as well as serving as an Account Executive.  

Bernie Diaz studied broadcasting at Miami-Dade Community College and is a native of New York City, who has resided in South Florida since 1970.  Bernie, his wife Mary and their three children, make their home in Pembroke Pines Florida, in Broward County.
